Castle Waldeck
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Castle ascent Eifelstraße: The ruin of
the Sponheim castle is situated right
in the city centre. It rises up from
a steep rock.

Many beautiful pictures of the
city show how much the
citizens of Kastellaun felt
obliged to renovate and
preserve their castle and the
old city centre.

Bell’s “Celtic Cart
Wheel”: The “Haus
der regionalen
Geschichte” (house of

regional history) on
the sublevel of the castle

offers deep and fascinating
insights into the moved history

of Kastellaun. From the Celts via the
Romans and Sponheims to the Cold War
– all information about historical settings,
events and changes in the region is vividly
portrayed here.

Night watchman: A must-see for everyone
who’s into history. Past times come back
to life on this nocturnal tour through the
town and castle – guided by a night
watchman. If you want to find out even
more, you can explore the castle and the
old town on your own, too.

Brass in the Protestant church: These
monuments incised in stone are a reminder
of a sovereign dynasty from the Middle
Ages. The brass of Simon II., his wife
Elisabeth and of one of their sons, hark
back to the Sponheim count who gave
the town its town rights in 1305.

700-500 BC. Celtic settlements at the time
of the Hunsrück-Eifel culture.
1226 First mentioning of “Kestilun” in a
certificate. The castle belongs to the Dukes
of Sponheim.
1301 The castle becomes the residence of
Simon II. von Sponheim and his wife
Elisabeth.
1305 Simon II. awards Kastellaun town

rights and privileges.
1321 Siege of the castle and
town of Kastellaun by Balduin

von Luxemburg, Archbishop of
Treves. Balduin builds castle Balduinseck
near Buch in 1325.
1340 Walram von Sponheim leaves
Kastellaun and goes to Bad Kreuznach.
Different officials live in the castle until
1594, representing the interests of

changing condominiums (Dukes of
Sponheim, Margraviate Baden, the Shire
Veldenz, Palatine Shire Simmern and
Zweibrücken).
1594 Margrave Eduard Fortunatus is
expelled from Baden-Baden and seeks
shelter in the castle, turning it again into
a residence.
1618 –1648 During the Thirty Years’ War,
Spaniards, Swedes, Lorrainians, Hessians
and the French occupy the city.
Big plague epidemics rage.
1689 Castle and town are destroyed by
troops of Ludwig XIV during the War of
Palatine succession.
1776 End of the condominium – office and
town of Kastellaun fall to Palatine-Zwei-
brücken.
1794 French revolutionary troops conquer
the region left of the Rhine. Kastellaun turns
French.
1815 Kastellaun becomes a part of the
Prussian Rhine province.

Haus Emmel: Like Haus Emmel (the
Emmel building), many old buildings in
the heart of the old town have been
extensively and professionally restored.

The appealing image of the centre is
complimented by newly constructed
smaller squares, which invite the visitor
to stay and stop off at one of many
different public restaurants.

Traditional Christmas Market:
With its multifaceted offers the Christmas
market attracts many visitors from near
and far into the festively decorated old
city centre. It rekindles the old market
tradition (market rights since 1309) in
a very vivid way.

Nature One: Dance to the beats, sounds
and styles. On the first weekend in August
ravers from all over the world get together
for three days to celebrate the biggest
techno-party in Germany.

Castellaun Spielzeug- und Stadtmuseum
(Toy and Town Museum): Time-travel
back into the (toy) world of the last century.
The collection has been lovingly arranged
and offers fascinating insights for little and
grown-up visitors.

Culinary Experiences: Whether you
prefer regional or international cuisine –
the castle town Kastellaun offers culinary
delights for every palate.

Let yourself be indulged by the delicacies
the cosy restaurants, inns, beer gardens
and hotels and forget your everyday for
a few blissful hours.

Marktstraße at Christmas Time: Today,
Kastellaun has 32 associated towns and
villages and is the seat of the association
of municipality of that same name. It is a
popular centre in the anterior Hunsrück.

Castle stage: Indoor as well as open
air – a sophisticated offer of theatre
and music is an important part of
town life. Guest performances of
famous theatres and performances
by the town’s own music and theatre
groups offer their enthusiastic
audiences musical delights and artistic
highlights.

Celebrations and Parties: Apart from the beautiful landscape and its picturesque little
alleyways and corners, it is especially the people that create a Kastellaun that is so
definitely worth living in. Kastellauner show their hospitality - and how capable they
are of celebrating – in lots of ways, e.g. during the traditional fairs and markets or with
Sundays, on which all shops are open.
